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Drs. Gholam Peyman and Mandi D. Conway Join University Physicians Healthcare

Prior to joining the University of Arizona, Drs. Peyman and Conway were with Tulane University School of Medicine in New Orleans, LA, where Dr. Peyman was professor of ophthalmology and co-director of the Vitreo-Retinal Service. Dr. Conway was professor of ophthalmology, a vitreoretinal surgeon and director of Uveitis Service at Tulane.  

Gholam Peyman, MD

A pioneer in refractive and vitreoretinal surgery and intraocular drug delivery, Dr. Peyman has achieved many firsts in his research and clinical career.  He received a patent in 1989 for developing the LASIK procedure (which uses an excimer laser to modify refractive error) and was the first to implant an artificial silicone retina in three patients with retinitis pigmentosa. He is one of twelve living members of the ASCRS (American Society of Cataract and Refractive Surgery) Ophthalmology Hall of Fame.  

Dr. Peyman earned his medical degree from the University of Freiburg, West Germany.  He completed internships at St. Johannes Hospital, Duisberg, West Germany and at the General Hospital Center at Passaic, N.J.  He completed residencies in ophthalmology at the University of Dusseldorf and the University of Essen, West Germany.  He completed postdoctoral fellowships in retina at the University of Essen and the Jules Stein Eye Institute, University of California School of Medicine, Los Angeles.

Mandi D. Conway MD 

Dr. Conway earned her medical degree from the Chicago Medical School at the University of Health Sciences and completed her transitional medicine and surgery internship at the Swedish Covenant Hospital/Rush Medical College, Chicago. She completed a pre-residency research fellowship in ophthalmology and a residency in ophthalmology at Tulane University Medical Center, followed by a National Institutes of Health post-doctoral fellowship in molecular biology at Tulane Regional Primatee Center, Covington, LA.  She also completed vitreoretinal fellowships at Retinal Consultants, Ltd., St. Louis, and at Washington University Department of Ophthalmology and Vision Science, St. Louis. 

Prior to joining the faculty at Tulane University School of Medicine, she held faculty appointments at 

Louisiana State University School of Medicine (including joint appointments as associate professor in the Department of Ophthalmology and the Neuroscience Center of Excellence) and at Washington University’s Department of Ophthalmology and Visual Science.

She was ranked one of New Orleans’s best female physicians in a survey published in New Orleans Magazine, which also selected her for their annual “Top Doctors” in New Orleans list every year from 2000 to 2006.  She has also been listed in The Best Doctors in America from 2003 to 2006.

The Department of Ophthalmology and Vision Science at The University of Arizona College of Medicine in Tucson is dedicated to preventing blindness and preserving eyesight through innovative research and comprehensive eye care for all patients whose vision is threatened by eye disease or injury.
