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UPH Consolidates and Expands Neurology Services at Kino Campus 

 Now the Largest Neurology Clinic in Southern Arizona


TUCSON, Ariz. (September 1, 2005) – University Physicians Healthcare has combined outpatient neurology services into its renovated clinic at UPH Hospital at Kino Campus. The clinic has also expanded its programs and added new physicians to offer the widest range of neurological services in the area.

 Physicians and staff have been moved from the former clinic on Alvernon to the Kino Campus. New specialists have been added bringing the total number of physicians practicing at the clinic to 15.  The new physicians include Dr. John LaWall, the former medical director of the sleep lab at Northwest Hospital, and Dr. Katalin Scherer, assistant professor of neurology with interest in neuromuscular diseases. An additional epilepsy specialist will join the practice in October.


The expanded clinic features 14 examination rooms with a large waiting area. An additional 2100-square-foot neurophysiology/sleep disorders laboratory, also located at the Kino Campus, includes state-of-the-art equipment including new EEG and EMG machines as well as a sleep lab. A new MRI machine will arrive in the fall. UPH is continuing to upgrade its services with an electronic medical records system and a transcription service with 48-hour turn-around to keep all referring doctors informed about their patients. 

“Our goal is to give patients and their primary physicians an exceptional level of expertise, service and trust,” said Dr. Bruce Coull, department head and director of the UPH Neurology Clinic at Kino Campus. “Our new facility is larger and convenient with more appointment availabilities. We are now providing services and programs for which patients were previously sent to facilities hundreds of miles away.  We will continue to expand our programs and eventually create the Clinical Neuro Science Institute, a major center for neurological treatment and research in the country.”

Along with general neurological services, UPH Neurology Clinic at Kino Campus offers diagnosis and treatment of Alzheimer's and related dementias; back and musculoskeletal disorders; Parkinson’s disease, sleep disorders, epilepsy, multiple sclerosis and many other conditions. The clinic also hosts a headache management clinic and a specialized stroke clinic.
