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University Physicians Healthcare to Open First Clinic 

at Pima Community College


TUCSON, Ariz. (June 16, 2005) – University Physicians Healthcare - Family & Community Medicine will open a primary care clinic this month at Pima Community College West Campus, 2202 West Anklam Rd. This is the first time medical services will be available at any PCC campus. UPH Clinic at PCC West Campus is open to the public as well as serving PCC students and their families.

The clinic will be open three days a week, Monday, Wednesday and Friday, 8:00 a.m. to 12 p.m., with plans to expand in the fall. Appointments are encouraged and can be made for new patients by calling (520) 694-8888 or by existing UPH patients at (520) 694-1611. Walk-ins will be accepted.

 “This clinic fills a great need in the community,” said Dr. Ed Paul, one of the three physicians staffing the clinic. “Students often avoid needed medical care because of access or financial issues. We will be available right on campus, with a number of payment options.”  The other doctors, who are board certified in Family Medicine and bilingual in Spanish, are Melanie Crowshoe, M.D. and Lenore Remus, M.D. In August, Bruce Helming, M.D. will join the practice. He is board certified in Family Medicine and specializes in Sports Medicine.

Most insurance plans will be accepted at the new clinic and a sliding fee option is available. The Pima Community Access Program will also be at the clinic on Monday mornings to process electronic applications for PCAP and other state-sponsored programs that provide discounted fees for individuals with no health insurance. Proof of income and a utility bill will be required for state-funded and PCAP programs. Questions regarding this program can be directed to 694-0418.
